This is Mr. Henrich’s first year at
Keota Schools. Mr. Henrich has a
long history in his profession, in-
cluding two years as a Social Stud-
ies teacher in Missouri, five years
at Guthrie Center, seven years at
Jefferson Scranton, two years as
Assistant Principal at Webster
City, 10 years of being a princi-
pal at West Marshall, three years
at Southeast Valley, and he has
coached everything but wrestling.

Mr. Henrich’s favorite course
in college was Civil War Seminar,
because the professor was really
good and read a really descriptive
book about the civil war battle-
fields by Shelby Foote. Mr. Henrich
thinks that the most important
thing schools should do is prepare
kids for life after college. This goes
along with his motto, which is “We
want taxpayers, not tax burdens.”
