Learn Plan

On Site

Students in grades PK-12 will return to school August 25th to start the school year as
regularly scheduled. Full days of instruction will be held with safety modifications
implemented for student and staff safety.

Entrances/Building Opening Times

Doors will open at 7:45 for students to enter the buildings. Any activity prior to that time
will use alternate doors, which the sponsor will explain. EagleRock! I. 7-12 students
can use the main entrance. Preschool and Kindergarten should enter through the
preschool doors. 1st, 2nd, and 3rd grade may enter the main doors of the elementary
school. 4th, 5th and 6th grade may enter through the central office doors.



Face Coverings

Students and staff have the option to wear face coverings. The district will provide
washable face masks for students and staff, or you may provide your own.

Symptoms may appear 2-14 days after exposure to the virus. People with these symptoms may have
COVID-19:

Fever or chills

Cough

Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing

Fatigue

Muscle or body aches

Headache

New loss of taste or smell

Sore throat

Congestion or runny nose

Nausea or vomiting

Diarrhea
Look for emergency warning signs for COVID-19. If someone is showing any of these signs, seek
emergency medical care immediately:

Trouble breathing

Persistent pain or pressure in the chest

New confusion

Inability to wake or stay awake

Bluish lips or face

If a staff member or student is found to be COVID 19 positive, the staff member or
student will need to follow their medical doctor’s directions concerning quarantine.

Technology

All computer labs, laptops and Chromebooks will be sanitized after they are used each
time. If a student is in quarantine a device will be made available for the student’s use.
The student/parents/guardian will need to sign an acceptable use form prior to use of
the device. These devices must be returned to the school when quarantine learning
ends. We have purchased additional devices and each student will be assigned a
specific device, laptop, chromebook or iPad, and will use that device for the entire year,
they will not be taken home however.

Transportation

Masks will be made available and are optional to wear. Buses will be disinfected after
route or activity. Windows and vents will be open to maximize air circulation. Hand
sanitizer will be available as well.

Classrooms

Classrooms will be arranged to promote as much social distancing as possible.
Students will be situated to maximize learning opportunities and follow Department of
Health guidelines. Classroom toys will be sanitized after each and wooden toys will not
be available for use.

Hallways/Stairs

Hallways will be directional as much as possible, as well as the stairs in the 7-12
building. We will try as much as possible to stagger dismissal times from classes to
reduce the traffic in the halls.

Recess

Recess will be held as normal as possible with social distancing strongly encouraged.
Students will be required to wash and disinfect their hands when re-entering the
building.



Facility Cleaning
Staff will be trained on proper sanitization methods and hand sanitizer will be made
available to all students and staff. The facility will be disinfected on a daily basis with
weekly deep cleaning practices in place. Plexiglass barriers are in place for office
personnel and only bottle fill fountains will be used. No faucets will be used.

Signage
All buildings will have signs clearly posted regarding handwashing, symptoms, visitor
policy and other guidelines for the health and safety of students and staff.

Remote Learning

Grades PK-6 will utilize Seesaw as the preferred method of remote learning and grades
7-12 will use Google Classroom.
